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Charter MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT 
Illinois Innovative Delivery of Education Alliance
Homeland Security 
The Illinois Innovative Delivery of Education Alliance for Homeland Security (hereinafter called the IDEA HS) is comprised of universities that provide course offerings, certificates, baccalaureate and higher education degree programs. 
This Memorandum of Agreement is entered into by _____________________

 __________________________________________ regarding the creation of IDEA HS. It is understood that additional parties may be invited to join this cooperative effort as Alliance Members and shall be entitled to all rights and responsibilities as any signatory member of this Memorandum of Agreement. Institutional Affiliates shall include academic units that are not members of the IDEA HS but that choose to be active participants in at least one academic initiative of the IDEA HS. A separate Memorandum of Agreement shall be developed for each inter-institutional program and shall be executed by Alliance Members and Program Affiliates participating in the program. 
To provide a method of operation by which the Alliance Members can conduct joint efforts, and in consideration of the mutual agreements in this Memorandum of Agreement, the Alliance Members agree as follows: 
I.  
Description and Mission. IDEA HS is a cooperative joint course sharing project of the Alliance Members. IDEA HS shall serve the faculty and administrators of Alliance Members by offering workshops, recommending standards, sharing practices, and disseminating policy issues and recommendations to allow Alliance Members to offer educational programs more easily and thereby give students and professionals more access to high quality education. 
II.
Alliance Governance. IDEA HS shall be governed in accordance with the Alliance By-Laws. Initial Alliance By-Laws (Addendum A) are adopted by signature on this Charter Memorandum of Agreement.
III.
Funding. Each Alliance Member shall bear its own costs of any activity, project, or program undertaken by the IDEA HS that is not funded by a contract, grant, or other support. 

IV. 
Administration and Management. Each Alliance Member shall provide oversight in accordance with the Alliance By-Laws. 

V. Joint Responsibilities. The Alliance Members shall be jointly responsible for inter-institutional programs and shall: 
· Participate in the leadership of the Alliance by attending board meetings, serving as board officers and/or committee members, and providing administrative support for inter-institutional academic programs.

· Support faculty participation in the planning and implementation of academic programs sponsored by the Alliance when such programs are a fit with the mission and goals of the institution. 
· Appoint a representative to the IDEA HS Board of Directors, maintain course and program information on the Alliance course catalog, and support inter-institutional programs with faculty and technological resources as agreed upon in separate program memoranda. 
· Commit to faculty development and course and program assessments that assure that distance programming promotes active learning, provides quality educational experiences, and is methodologically sound. 
VI.
Property. Supplies, facilities, equipment, or other property received or acquired by Alliance members solely as a result of participation in Alliance activities shall remain dedicated for use on Alliance activities and may be shared by other Alliance members. 
VII. Intellectual Property. All discoveries, technology, know-how, trademarks, copyrights, patents and intellectual property arising out of or in connection with an inter-institutional program shall be governed by the Alliance Member institution authoring, creating or conceiving and reducing it to practice and shall be subject to such terms and conditions as may be contained in any agreement that the Alliance Member institution may have with the sponsors, and shall be subject to the institutional intellectual property policies of the Alliance Member institution. 
The Alliance shall retain the right upon the approval of the Board of Directors to institute intellectual property or product protections through copyright or patent for intellectual property developed jointly and collaboratively by Alliance Member institutions.  This right shall not apply to products or intellectual property developed and protected under copyrights or patents of individual member institutions and shall apply only to sponsors.  Only processes or products that arise uniquely and solely from Alliance activities shall be eligible for Alliance protection and in those cases, Alliance protection shall supercede protections of individual institutions.  Notwithstanding any other provision to the contrary, each Alliance Member reserves an irrevocable, nonexclusive, royalty-free, nontransferable license to make and use any intellectual property jointly, created, licensed, or assigned pursuant to this MOA for non-commercial, educational and research and development purposes.
VIII. Termination. Based on the IDEA HS By-laws, the Board of Directors shall determine involuntary termination of alliance membership based on nonpayment,
non-participation or other just cause. An institution may terminate its membership in the Alliance by providing written notification to the IDEA HS Board of Directors. Said notification must be given at least one (1) year in advance of termination of membership. 
IX.  
Assumptions of Risk, Liability, Indemnification and Legal Immunities
Alliance Members are components of Illinois state government and assume risks in the public interest while carrying out the purposes of the Alliance.  Alliance Member institutional activities are implemented as state actions, and accordingly certain state laws will apply:  the State Lawsuit Immunity Act, the Court of Claims Act, and the State Employee Indemnification Act, together with such other applicable protections accorded by other laws or constitutions of the state and federal government.  Consistent with applicable law, Members are respectively responsible for administration and defense of claims against their own institutions, officers and employees. 

X.  
Controlling Law, Severability, and Assignment. This MOA shall be construed and enforced for all purposes according to and governed by the laws of the State of Illinois without regard to such laws governing choice of law.  The invalidity or unenforceability of any particular provision of this MOA shall not affect its other provisions, and this MOA shall be construed in all respects as if such invalid or unenforceable provision were omitted.  This MOA may not be assigned to either party without the expressed prior written consent of the other parties.
